Merrill Lynch thinks the PS3 will cost $900.  Sony thinks otherwise.

Early last week Merrill Lynch financial analyst placed the PS3 price at $900 due to the high price of production for the Blu-Ray drive and cell processor technologies inside the PS3.  On Sunday of last week, Sony’s spokesman Kei Sakaguchi denied rumors of the price and also rumors of the PS3 being delayed.  The rumors have created a problem in Sony’s stock as it fell about 3.5% in America and 1.75% in Japan. There still hasn’t been a price placed on the PS3 as of today though many rumor it to be around $500.
Nintendo Revolution Developers Kit will sell for $2000
In a recent article at IGN.com, IGN interviewed a few developers and found out that the Nintendo Revolution developers kits are being sold for $2000. The price of the SDK is well under the development kit prices of the PS2 which runs for $20,000 and even the original Playstation which is between $4,000 - $5,000.  Developers commented that they received three different kits that have increasingly shown the power of the revolution.  Developers hope to receive a final developer kit in June of this year.
